A. GENERAL

1. SCOPE OF BID

1.1 It is proposed to call for tenders for preventive/breakdown maintenance of 170 no.s of Remotes situated all over the state of Andhra Pradesh for receiving Mana TV Programmes. Remotes receivers are of the three types, details of which are enclosed in Section IV.

NOTE:The bidder is responsible for maintaining the Remotes of Type 1 and Type 2A including replacement of any component due to failure. 

1.2 The bidder is required to maintain the Remote receivers as per the specification. The bidder should carry out preventive maintenance of the all the Remote receivers every quarter and also attend to faults, which should be rectified within 48 hours after receipt of the complaint.

1.3 The successful bidder is required to deploy one qualified technical person for each district with cell phone. The details should be furnished to CCE along with their names and mobile numbers.
1.4 The remotes are to be maintained with an uptime of 99.0% in each quarter. 
1.5 Scope of the work is preventive/breakdown maintenance of remotes including all the associated equipment. The period of maintenance contract is 2 years and which will be extendable by 1 more year based on the performance of bidder. This extension is purely at the discretion of CCE. No further correspondence is allowed in this regard. The contract may be terminated at any time by the CCE without any prior notice during the period of service. The representator  has to visit once in a month and carry out the preventive maintenance to keep the ROT system in good working condition and a certificate to that effect shall be submitted to CCE from the Principal/Custodian of the units.
1.6 All minor repairs other than TV set, Dish antenna, LNBC,RG-6 Cable, set top Box, UPS and Battery system shall be carry out by the bidder.

1.7 All other major repairs/replacements shall be brought to the notice of the Principal/custodian and CCE to take further necessary action.

2. SOURCE OF FUNDS

CCE – Mana TV  funds.

3. ELIGIBLE BIDDERS

3.1 This Invitation for Bids is open to all bidders.

3.2 All bidders shall provide Forms of Bid and Qualification Information.

4. QUALIFICATION OF THE BIDDER

4.1 
All bidders shall provide, Forms of Bid and Qualification Information

4.2 
All bidders shall include the following information and documents with their bids in Section 2 compulsorily. Otherwise the bids will be evaluated based on the information available in the bid.

(a) Copies of original documents defining the constitution or legal status, place of 
registration, and  principal place of business.

(b) Experience in works of a similar nature and size for the last three years, and details of works under way or contractually committed; and clients who may be contacted for further information on those contracts;

(g) Financial turnover should be supported by Income Tax return submitted to the Income tax Department by the bidder.

4.3 i) BIDS FROM JOINT VENTURES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

ii) Sub Contract of this maintenance work is not acceptable.

4.4 To qualify for award of the contract, each bidder in his name should have in the last two years 
(a) Turnover:

Achieved a minimum annual financial turnover of  Rs. 5.00 Lakhs during the last TWO financial years.

(b) Technical Experience:

To qualify for award of the contract, each bidder should submit detailed technical experience to handle this type of work.

4.5 The bidders have to furnish an undertaking in the prescribed format given in Section-2 disclosing their relationship with the officers of CCE failing which the tenders will be rejected. Any false information furnished in the declaration will render the contract liable for termination as well as recovery of damages.

5. COST OF BIDDING

5.1 The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his Bid, and the CCE will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.

6 SITE VISIT

The Bidder, at the Bidder’s own responsibility and risk may visit & examine the Site of remotes/CCE Office and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the Bid. The costs of visiting the Site shall be at the Bidder’s own expense.

7.2 One set of copy schedule as original and other set (Xerox copy) as copy should be completed and submitted with the bid.

8. CLARIFICATION OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS

8.1 A prospective bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding documents may notify to the CCE in writing at the CCE’s address indicated in the invitation to bid. CCE will respond to any request for clarification, which is received earlier than 05 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids.

9. AMENDMENT OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS

9.1 Before the deadline for submission of bids, the CCE may modify the bidding documents by issuing addenda.

9.2 Any addendum thus issued shall be part of the bidding documents and shall be communicated in writing to all the purchasers of the bidding documents. Prospective bidders shall acknowledge receipt of each addendum by hand to the CCE.

9.3 To give prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take an addendum into account in preparing their bids, the Employer shall extend as necessary the deadline for submission of bids, in accordance with Sub - Clause 19.2 below.

B. PREPARATION OF BIDS

10. LANGUAGE OF THE BID

10.1 All documents relating to the bid shall be in the English language

11. DOCUMENTS COMPRISING THE BID

11.1 The bid submitted by the bidder shall comprise the following in two parts as part I Technical Bid and Part II Price bid in two separate sealed covers super-scribing Specification No. Bid security details, validity etc. and these two parts shall be placed in another sealed cover.

(a) Part-I Bid Security and cost of tender document.

(b) Part-I Technical Bid information (in the format indicated in Section 2)

(c) Part-II Price Bid

And any other materials required to be completed and submitted by bidders in accordance with these instructions.

12. BID PRICES

12.1 The contract shall be for the whole work as described previously.

12.2 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the contractor under the contract, or for any other cause and included in the price. The bidder shall verify the correctness and quote his price.

12.3 The rates and prices quoted by the bidder shall be firm throughout the contract period.

13. CURRENCIES OF BID AND PAYMENT

13.1 Indian Rupees.

14. BID VALIDITY

14.1 Bids shall remain valid for a period not less than Ninety days after the deadline date of bid submission specified in Clause 19. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as non-responsive.

14.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original time limit, the Employer may request that the bidders may extend the period of validity for a specified additional period. The request and the bidder’s responses shall be made in writing. A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his bid security. A bidder agreeing to the request will not be required or permitted to modify his bid, but will be required to extend the validity of his bid security for a period of the extension, and in compliance with Clause 15 in all respects.

15. BID SECURITY

15.1 The Bidder shall furnish, as part of his Bid, a Bid security of Rs.25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five Thousand Only. This bid security shall be in the form of Demand draft in favour of CCE payable at Hyderabad in scheduled Bank..

15.2 Any bid not accompanied by Bid Security as indicated in Sub-Clauses 15.1 above shall be rejected by the CCE as non-responsive.

15.3 The Bid Security of the unsuccessful bidder will be returned within 28 days of the end of the bid validity period specified in Sub-Clause 14.1. 
15.4 The Bid Security of the successful bidder will be discharged when the bidder and furnished the required performance Security.

15.5 The Bid Security may be forfeited

(a) if the Bidder withdraws the Bid after Bid opening during the period of Bid validity:

(b) if the Bidder does not accept the correction of the Bid Price, pursuant to Clause 25; or

(c) in the case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails within the specified time limit to furnish the required performance Security.

16. ALTERNATIVE PROPOSALS BY BIDDERS

Bidders shall submit offers that comply with the requirements of the bidding documents, including the basic technical specifications. Alternatives proposals by bidders will not be considered.

17. FORMAT AND SIGNING OF BID

17.1 The Bidder shall prepare one original and one copy of the documents comprising the bid as described in Clause 11 of these Instructions to Bidders bound with the volume containing the Forms of Bid, and clearly marked “ORIGINAL” and “COPY” as appropriate. In the event of discrepancy between them, the original shall prevail.

17.2 The original and copy of the Bid shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by a person or person duly authorized to sign on behalf of the Bidder. All pages of the bid where entries or amendments have been made shall be initialed by the person or persons signing the bid.

17.3 The Bid shall contain no alterations or additions, except those to comply with instructions, issued by the CCE, or as necessary to correct errors made by the bidder, in which case such corrections shall be initialed by the person or persons signing the bid and all officers present and other company representatives also.

17.4 The Bidder shall furnish information as described in the form of Bid on commissions or gratuities, if any, paid or to be paid to agents relating to this Bid, and to contract execution if the Bidder is awarded the contract.

C. SUBMISSION OF BIDS

18. SEALING AND MARKING OF BIDS 
18.1 The Bidder shall seal the original and copy of the Bid in separate envelopes, duly marking the envelopes as “ORIGINAL” and “COPY”. These envelopes (called as inner envelopes) shall then be put inside one outer envelope.

18.3 In addition to the identification required in Sub-Clause 18.2, the inner envelopes shall indicate the name and address of the bidder to enable the bid to be returned unopened incase it is declared late, pursuant to Clause 2

18.4 If the outer envelope is not sealed and marked as above, the CCE will assume no responsibility for the misplacement or premature opening of the bid.

19. DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION OF THE BIDS

19.1 Bids must be received by the Employer at the address specified above not later than 12.06.2010 upto 17.00 Hrs. In the event of the specified date for the submission of bids declared a holiday for the CCE, the Bids will be received up-to the appointed time on the next working day.

19.2 CCE may extend the deadline for submission of bids by issuing an amendment in accordance with Clause 9, in which case all rights and obligations of CCE and the bidders previously subject to the original deadline will then be subject to the new deadline.

20. LATE BIDS

20.1 Any Bid received by the CCE after the deadline prescribed in Clause 19 will be returned unopened to the bidder.

21. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

No bid should be withdrawn after the submission of Bids.

D. BID OPENING AND EVALUATION

22. BID OPENING

The CCE will open all the Bids received (except those received late), in the presence of the Bidders or their representatives who choose to attend at the time on the date and the place specified. In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for the Employer, the Bids will be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day.

23. PROCESS TO BE CONFIDENTIAL

23.1 Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation, and comparison of Bids and recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other persons not officially concerned with such process until the award to the successful Bidder has been announced. Any effort by a Bidder to influence CCE’s processing of Bids or award decisions may result in the rejection of his Bid.

24. CLARIFICATION OF BIDS

24.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of Bids, CCE may, ask any Bidder for clarification of his Bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing but no change in the price or substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the CCE in the evaluation of the Bids in accordance with Clause 26.

24.2 Subject to sub-Clause 24.1, no Bidder shall contact the CCE on any matter relating to its bid from the time of the bidding opening to the time the contract is awarded. If the Bidder wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the CCE, he should do so in writing.

24.3 Any effort by the Bidder to influence the CCE in the CCE’s bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the Bidder’s bid.

25. EXAMINATION OF BIDS AND DETERMINATION OF RESPONSIVENESS

25.1 Prior to the detailed evaluation of Bids, the CCE will determine whether each Bid
 (a) meets the eligibility criteria defined in Clause 3

 (b) has been properly signed

(c) is accompanied by the required securities and 

(d) is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding documents.

25.2.1 A substantially responsive Bid is one, which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the Bidding documents, without material deviation or reservation. A material deviation or reservation is one (a) which affects in any substantial way the scope,

quality, or performance of the Work; (b) which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent

with the Bidding documents, the CCE’s rights or the Bidder’s obligations under the

Contract, or (c) whose rectification would affects unfairly the competitive position of other

Bidders presenting substantially responsive Bids.

26. EVALUATIONS AND COMPARISION OF BIDS

26.1 The CCE will evaluate and compare only the Bids determined to be substantially responsive in accordance with Clause 25.

26.2 In evaluating the Bids, the CCE will determine for each Bid the evaluated Bid Price.

F. AWARD OF CONTRACT

27 CRITERIA

27.1 Subject to Clause 31, the CCE will award the Contract to the Bidder whose Bid has been determined and who has offered the lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that such Bidder has been determined to be (a)eligible in accordance with the provisions of Clause 3, (b)qualified in accordance with the provisions of clause 4.

28. CCE’s RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS WITHOUT ASSIGNING ANY REASONS.

28.1 Notwithstanding Clause 28, the CCE reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to cancel the Bidding process and reject all Bids, at any time prior to the award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the grounds for the CCE’s action.

29. NOTIFICATION OF AWARD AND SIGNING OF AGREEMENT

30.1 The Bidder whose Bid has been accepted will be notified of the award by the CCE prior to expiration of the Bid period by registered letter. This letter (hereinafter in the Conditions of Contract called the “Letter of Acceptance”) will state the sum that the Employer will pay the Contractor in consideration of the execution, completion, and maintenance of the works by the contractor as prescribed by the Contract (hereinafter and in the Contract called the ”Contract Price”).

30.2 The notification of award will constitute the formation of the Contract, subject only to the furnishing of a performance security in accordance with the provisions of Clause 31 Upon the furnishing by the successful Bidder of the performance Security, the CCE will promptly notify the other Bidders that their Bids have been unsuccessful and return of bid security.

31. PERFORMANCE SECURITY

31.1 Within 7 days of receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the Successful Bidder shall deliver to the CCE a Performance Security in any of the forms given below for an amount equivalent to 5% of the Contract price (i.e., annual value of contract).

- a bank guarantee valid for one years from the date of issue in the form given in section-8 Annexure-B or

- Bank draft, in favor of CCE payable at Hyderabad drawn on any scheduled Bank.

31.1.1 Failure of the successful Bidder to comply with the requirements of Sub-Clause 31.1 shall constitute sufficient grounds for cancellation of the award and forfeiture of the Bids Security.

32. TERMS OF PAYMENT: The bills raised at the rate in the agreement per Annum along with quarterly inspection report and uptime report certified by Principal & Incharge of ManaTV at College are to be sent to CCE for payment. Payment will be on quarterly basis.
32.1 Every month the contractor should produce the complaints received and attended status and also furnishes the uptime status.

32.2 Payment will be made quarterly after 30 days from date of the submission of bills.

32.3 If the contractor received any extra payment by mistake or if any amounts are due to the CCE due to any other reason, when it is not possible to recover such amounts under the contract resulting out of this specification, the CCE reserves the right to collect the same from any other amounts and / or Bank guarantee given by the contractor due to or with the CCE.

33. CORRUPT OR FRAUDULENT PRACTICES.

33.1 CCE Bidders/ Contractors observe the highest standard of ethics during the execution of such contracts. In pursuance of this policy, CCE:

(a) Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: i. “Corrupt Practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of any thing of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in contract execution, and

ii. “Fraudulent Practice” means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a bidding process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of the Borrower, and includes collusive practice among Bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Borrower of the benefits of free and open competition.

(b) Will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question. (c) Will declare a firm ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a Bank financed contract if it at any time determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing a Bank-financed contract.

S E C T I O N – III

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT:

(1) GUARANTEE:

The contractor shall be responsible for the satisfactory maintenance of REMOTES as per the specification for entire contract period.

(2) RATE :

The tenders has to quote the rate / QUARTER. The rates quoted are FIRM and inclusive of all taxes, duties and all other expenses involved in this regard.

(3) CONTRACT PERIOD:

The period of contract is one year, which may be extendable for 2 more years on year after year basing on performance of contractor.

(4) PENALTY:

Operational and liquidated damages:

The following operational and liquidated damages shall apply:

Remote receiver shall have at least uptime of 99.90% in each quarter year.

i) Uptime more than 90% but less than 99.90%:- For every 0.01%

reduction in uptime from 99.90%, 0.05% of quarterly payment payable under the Contract shall be levied as liquidated damages subject to maximum of 10% of quarterly payment

ii) Uptime more than 85% but less than or equal to 90%:- The liquidated damage will be 20% of payment payable under the Contract.

iii) Uptime more than 75% but less than or equal to 85%:- The liquidated damage will be 40% of payment payable under the Contract.

iv) Uptime equal to or less than 75%:- The liquidated damage will be 100% of payment under the Contract.

(5) ACCIDENTS :

CCE will not be responsible for any damages or compensation payable in consequence of any accident or injuries to any of the Contractor’s personnel or any third party.

(6) INSURANCE :

5.1 INDEMNITIES : The contractor is liable for and indemnifies the CCE against losses, expenses and claims for loss or damage to physical property, personal injury and death caused by his own acts or omissions.

6.2 The contractor indemnifies the CCE against claims to damages caused by the movement of his equipment or workmen.

6.3 The contractor shall submit an “Indemnity Bond” to the CCE incorporating the above points before taking up the execution of the work.

(7) TRANSPORT ARRANGEMENT:

The Contractor shall make the transport arrangement at his cost for his material, staff and workers to REMOTES’ site.

(8) EVALUATION AND COMPARISION OF BID:
